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Martinho de Sao José

Martinho de Séo José was born in Leiria on September 27th , 1932 and left on the
Olympia on May 11th , 1955, arriving in Halifax on May 16th of the same year.

On a steam train, he and companions were sent to Montreal, and on a more modern
train, he went to Harrow. From Harrow, Martinho went to Ottawa where he worked
in construction and, in the winter, at a coal company.

From the capital city, he left for Port Colborne with bad memories. Martinho had an
accident in which 66% of his body was burned. He suffered terribly.

Hospitalized for a long period, Martinho Séo José fought for his survival, both
physically and psychologically. He recovered in Toronto.

With iron tenacity, Martinho sought treatment and studied. He took an Accounting
course at the Shaw Business College. Upon recovery, he went to work for the Maple
Leaf Mill Co., and also at that time, he married Renhata Sdo José, a young woman
from Prussia. They had 2 children.

Martinho continued his studies at McMaster in Hamilton, completing his studies in
accounting and receiving his RIA designation.
He became an auditor for the company and for 8 years, he travelled across Canada.

In 1960, he sent for his brother Isidro, and two years later, for his brother Bento Sio José.
In July, 1971 he opened the “Sao José Home Hardware™ with his brother Isidro,
where they remain to this day.

In the social field, Martinho Sao José is a member of the "Austrian Club." where his
children started out in folklore and music.

Martinho Sao José is interested in politics, but after so much suffering and work,
he prefers to spend his old age restfully between Canada and Portugal.

O Martinho de S0 José nasceu em Leiria no dia 27 de Setembro de 1932 ¢
embarcou no “Olympia™ a 11 de Maio de 1955, tendo chegado a Halifax a 16 de
Maio do mesmo ano.

Num comboio a vapor, ele e companheiros foram enviados para Montreal, e num
comboio mais moderno, foram para Herrow. De Herrow Martinho partiu para
Ottawa onde trabalhou na construgdo e, no inverno, numa companhia de carvao.

Da capital partiu para Port Colborne de ma memdria. Martinho sofreu um acidente
onde queimou 66% do corpo. Sofreu horrivelmente. Largo tempo hospitalizado,
Martinho Sao José lutou pela sobrevivéncia fisica e psiquica.Recuperou em Toronto.

Com uma tenacidade de ferro, Martinho tratava-se e estudava. No Shaw Business
College tirou o curso de Contabilidade. Recuperado, foi trabalhar para o Maple Leaf
Mill Co., tendo também na altura casado com Renata Sio José, jovem natural da Prissia.
Tem 2 filhos.

Martinho continuou a estudar na McMaster de Hamilton, completando os estudos de
Contabilidade e tirando o R.ILA., passando a “Auditor” da companhia, viajando
durante 8 anos por todo o Canada.

Em 1960 mandou vir o irméo Isidro e, dois anos depois, o irmdo Bento Séo José.
Em Julho de 1971 abriu o “Sio José Home Hardware” com o irmio Isidro, onde ainda
se encontram.

No campo social, Martinho Sdo José é membro do “Clube Austriaco”, onde os filhos
se iniciaram no folclore e na miusica.

Martinho Sao José é simpatizante da vida politica, mas depois de tanto sofrimento e
trabalho, d4 preferéncia a uma velhice descansada entre o Canadd e Portugal.
